1. General Terms & Conditions

i. The bidders shall furnish a security deposit of Rs 10,000/-by Demand Draft/ Bankers Cheque/At Par Cheque/ Bank Guarantee in the Performa enclosed favouring “ Hindustan Latex Family Planning Promotion Trust “, payable at New Delhi.
ii. The contract/order will be placed for a period of one year as per the requirement of the buyer from the date of notification of award. The prices shall be firm and fixed during the contract period. Any bid with variable price on any account whatsoever will be treated as non responsive and summarily rejected.

iii. The bidder should have manufactured & supplied at least 1 lakhs pads/month (i.e. 12 lakhs pads annually) of Sanitary Napkin during the last 3 years. Only manufacturers can participate in the tender.

iv. Certificate/ documents evidencing past major supplies year wise for any one year during the last 3 years for Sanitary Napkin should be enclosed.  Manufacturing license, manufacturing facility, infrastructure, PIN No, VAT/CST Registration Certificate etc may also be enclosed along with the technical bid.

v. The rates should be quoted separately for both 8 & 10 pad packing and should be Free of charge at Destination Lucknow (UP) and inclusive of all levies pre paid up to destination at consignee end, inclusive of packing cost, packing labour cost, loading, unloading, handling expenses, transit insurance, transit loses, all duties & taxes i.e. entry tax, Octroi & other incidental expenses etc as applicable.

vi.  Details of in house quality control procedures, facilities available including machinery and equipment installed should be mentioned in the technical bid.

vii. The purchaser reserves the right for inspection, sampling and testing the quality & standards of the stores by picked up samples and testing it in an approved testing laboratory for assessment of quality before dispatch to the consignees or at the consignee end.
viii. Bidders should provide evidence to prove their experience & capability in carrying out similar job work/for during the last 3 years.

ix. The technical specification required for Sanitary Napkin is enclosed.

x. The bids are to be submitted in two parts-Technical as well as financial. The financial bid (two format attached) shall be in the format attached herewith. The technical bid (format attached) will be opened first in the presence of the bidders’ representative on the declared bid opening date. The bid security, un priced Price Schedule with all other columns duly filled up except price, signed bid document and the supporting documents 
should be enclosed with the technical bid on a separate cover suitably super scribed (Technical Bid). The Price Schedule duly filled up with prices shall be enclosed in a separate envelope super scribed as (Price Bid). The Price bid of the technically acceptable offers will be opened later in the presence of bidders’ representative and the prices will be read out. The Price bid of technically non – responsive bidders will be returned unopened to such bidders.
xi. Packing design, brand name etc shall be provided by the purchaser on Award of Contract.

xii. The bids shall be valid for a period of 90 days from the date of bid opening (i.e. up to 2nd August, 2011). The Bid Security shall be valid for a period of 45 days beyond the tender validity.
xiii. The purchaser reserves the right at the time of award or during the currency of the contract to increase or decrease the total quantity by up to 25% of the quantity of goods ordered.

xiv. The purchaser reserves the right to accept / reject / select any supplier and to annul the bidding process and reject any or all bids at any time prior to award of contract, without thereby incurring any liability to the affected bidders on the grounds of the purchaser’s action.

xv. In the event of award of contract the bidder shall be able to start supply of goods within 45 days of award of contract. If the stock is not supplied within specified timeline penalty clause will be applicable. The agency would be required to maintain buffer stock equivalent to two months requirement (i.e. 65000 Pads) for finished goods & Packing material etc.

xvi. 100% of the invoice value shall be made within 15 days of documentary proof of receipt of the invoiced goods.

xvii. The successful bidder may be required to execute a Performance security Bank Guarantee for 5% of the value of the contract. This bank guarantee shall be valid up to 90 days after the completion of performance obligation (Format enclosed).

xviii. The bidder has to submit along with his bid a copy of the terms and Conditions (all pages) and the technical specifications duly signed and stamped on all pages indicating their unqualified acceptance.

xix. The Purchaser shall without prejudice to its other remedies under the contract deduct from the Contract Price, as Liquidated Damages, a sum equivalent to 0.5% of the price of delayed Goods or unperformed Services for each week of delay (part of a week will be taken as full week) until actual delivery or performance, up to a maximum deduction of 10% of the contract Price. Once the maximum is reached, the purchaser may consider termination of the contract.
xx. The articles would not pass more than 1/6th of their effective life from the date of manufacture at the time when the articles are ready for dispatch and the remaining useful life that shall still be left would not be less than 5/6th of total life of three years.
xxi. The total quantity will not be procured in a single lot. The allocation/requirement will be confirmed on a monthly/quarterly basis separately by a work order.

2. Evaluation

A two-stage procedure will be adopted in evaluating the proposals:  i) a technical evaluation, which will be carried out prior to opening any financial proposal; ii) a financial evaluation.  Firms will be ranked using a combined technical/financial score, as indicated below. The financial proposal of the technical qualified agencies will be opened.

Technical Proposal 


The evaluation committee will carry out its evaluation applying the evaluation criteria and point system specified below on the technical proposals meeting the qualification criteria mentioned in the "General Terms & Conditions”.  Each responsive proposal will be attributed a technical score.

· Past Experience (30)

· Clientele (20)

· Company Profile & infrastructure (20)
· Turn over  & Financial Status (30)
Quality and competence of the manufacturer shall be considered as the paramount requirement. Technical proposals scoring not less than 70% of the total points will only be considered for financial evaluation.

Financial Proposal

The evaluation committee will determine if the financial proposals are complete and without computational errors. The lowest financial proposal will be given a financial score of 100 points.  The financial scores of all the proposals will be computed in relation to the lowest financial proposal.

Proposals will finally be ranked according to their combined technical and financial scores using a weight of 70% for technical proposal and 30% for financial proposal.


The manufacturer securing the highest combined score will be invited for negotiations.

Negotiations


During negotiations the consulting organization must be prepared to furnish the detailed cost break-up and other clarifications to the financial proposal submitted by it, as may be required to adjudge the reasonableness of the price proposed. If the negotiations with this consulting organization are successful, the award will be made to it. If negotiations fail, and if it is concluded that a contract with reasonable terms cannot be concluded with this consulting organization, the production house with second preference will be invited for negotiations.  This process will be repeated till an agreed contract is concluded.
