Request for Proposal for ICTC Mobile Vans

Hindustan Latex Family Planning Promotion Trust (HLFPPT) has entered into a MoU with Employees State Insurance Corporation (ESIC) to strengthen ESIC interventions in the field of RCH and HIV AIDS in the selected regions of Uttar Pradesh namely Noida, Greater Noida, Ghaziabad and Kanpur. The programme named Sankalp is targeted at the insured Persons (IPs) of ESI Scheme.

The Stake Holders of the Project

ESIC management and the Ministry of Labour are the key stakeholders of the project who are the decision makers of the project and also providers of the funds.  HLFPPT will provide the technical assistance in planning and implementation of the project as another key stakeholder.

Goals and Objectives of the Project

Broader goals of the initiative are to

1. Contribute to the NRHM goals of reduction in TFR, IMR and MMR 

2. Contribute to the NACP III goal of reversing and halting the spread of HIV infection in the country

The project has the following objectives:

1. To increase access to quality RCH services for the families of the insured members of ESIC in the project areas of Uttar Pradesh

2. To prevent new STI/HIV infections among the insured persons and their family members of ESIC

3. To increase access to care, support and treatment services for the HIV positives among the insured family members

To address the above objectives, the intervention shall adopt multiple approaches. The project shall focus at Hospital of ESI, dispensaries, workplaces and the residential locations of the Insured Persons.

The intervention strategies are:

1. Improving service delivery

2. Behaviour Change Communication to access service delivery

3. Prevention of RTI/ STI and HIV

4. Social marketing of health products

5. Linkages and Networking

6. Monitoring and Evaluation 

Rationale & Prerequisites of the ICTC Mobile Van

As a part of Behaviour change Communication and outreach strategies, a mobile van providing information, counseling and testing services on RCH, STIs and HIV will be used to visit industries and habitations, where the target audiences are located.  For this purpose, we require two vehicles of TATA 407 of 2006-2009 manufacture having the dimensions 12 x7x 7. The vehicles should have the following specifications: 

1. It should have two compartments; one bigger in size for counselor and the smaller one for Lab Technician. Both the compartments should the facility to place a table and a chair for interaction with clients.

2. One compartment should have a sink and a platform next to the sink to keep all the chemicals necessary for carrying out laboratory investigations. 

3. Overhead shelves for storage of Lab reagents, documents and IEC materials.
4. The van should a provision for TV (21 inches & branded), a Genset and P.A system for conducting IEC shows. 

5. The vehicle is needed on contract for 8 months initially and may be extendable later. 

6. The rates per month may be fixed as minimum 3000 kms per month and cost per extra kms run. Cost per extra hour run. 
7. The timing and days are as followings: Monday to Saturday from 9.30 to 5.30 pm for 26 days in a month excluding Sundays. 

8. The vehicles will be needed for two zones of Uttar Pradesh ; one in Ghaziabad zone which includes Noida, Greater Noida, Ghaziabad, Hapur ,Bulandshahar, Khurja and other one being Kanpur zone which includes Jhansi, Farrukhabad, Unnao and Kanpur.
9.  For both the vehicles the manpower (a Driver & a helper) will be provided by the vendor.

10. Periodic maintenance of the vehicles will be the responsibility of the vendor.

Inviting Proposal

HLFPPT is looking for an agency/firm to customize design and fabricate the vehicle according to the needs of the project. The vehicles will be sent in different workplaces and communities, including remote areas where services related to RCH, HIV and AIDS are not readily available. 

Interested agencies are requested to respond to the request for proposal (RFP) with detailed proposal specifying the requirements of the vehicle, time line for completion and budget. The budget may be submitted in a separate sealed cover, which will be opened only if the technical proposal is found acceptable.

Terms & Conditions 
1.  Date of opening of receipt of RFP will be June 29, 2009 and date of closing of bid will be July 09, 2009. The proposals are to be submitted in sealed envelopes on or before July 09, 2009 at 4 P.M. 
2.  The bidder must be registered with the sales tax/ value added tax and service tax     and the support for the same is to be attached.
3. Bidders should provide brief profile of their work experience for the last three years along with the photographs of the van based promotion work done earlier with the client list.
4. Technical & Financial proposals to be submitted in separate sealed envelopes at the below mentioned address by registered post/ courier/ by hand. 
5. The tender received through FAX / E-Mail or received late due to postal or courier delay etc will not be accepted. The parties have to ensure the submission of bids well in time.
6.  The rate will be valid for 3 months from the date of financial bids.
7.  The desired timeline for completion of the fabrication of the vehicles within four weeks the award of contract.
8. Award of contact shall be made to a party who has the best experience and to the lowest bidder. If due to some unavoidable circumstances 1st lowest bidder is not able to complete the assigned work, the order will go to 2nd lowest bidder.
9. The successful bidder will be required to execute a performance security of ten percent of the value of the contract in form of Fixed Deposit with Nationalized bank with lien marked to HLFPPT or provide the bank guarantee. The security should be valid till the contract is valid. No interest will be paid on such deposit.
10.  HLFPPT reserves the right to accept or reject any quotations and to cancel the bidding process and reject all quotations at any time prior to the award of contract.
11. The route plan will be provided by HLFPPT at the beginning of the cycle. In the event of difficulty in operations it needs to be communicated by van operator to HLFPPT and the best efforts will be made to provide an alternate site for performance. However no such requests will be accepted once the van cycle is commenced.  

12.  In case of disruption of the journey cycle the penalty will be levied.

13. HLFPPT reserves the right to accept /reject/ select one or more service provider. And to annul the bidding process any or all bids at any time prior to award of contract without thereby incurring any liability to the affected bidders.
14. The tender will be appraised by committee formed by HLFFPT.

15. HLFPPT shall without prejudice to its other remedies under the contract, deduct from the Contract Price, as Liquidated Damages a sum equivalent to 2.5% of the price of agreed unperformed Services for delay of each day until actual delivery or performance, up to a maximum deduction of 20% of the contract Price. Once the maximum is reached, HLFPPT may consider termination of the contract and can forfeit the security amount.
16. In case of delay on the part of HLFPPT in providing the approvals the time of delivery will be extended by equal number of days. 
17. The cost of fabrication will be paid within two days of approval of fabrication. The cycle costs will be paid within three days of completion of cycle subject to the approval of van activity reports by HLFPPT.
18. The financial bids of firms who are not qualified technically will be returned unopened.
19. HLFPPT reserves the right for extending or curtailing the van activity
