PACT PROJECT – BACKGROUND

Health care needs of people living with HIV/AIDS (PLHIV) are not to be limited to medical care, but should have comprehensive provisioning from early diagnosis. Treatment includes wide range of services like; psychological counseling, Good nutrition, Psycho-social and emotional support and support for ongoing sexual/ reproductive health needs etc. Thus, allowing them to live their life with dignity, self respect and safety.

As the number of individuals suffering from HIV/AIDS and associated co-morbidity is progressing in the state of Madhya Pradesh, Uttar Pradesh and Rajasthan there is an emerging need to provide them with antiretroviral therapy (ART) and care. Therefore a comprehensive continuum of care through Community Care Centre to augment the health care response is envisaged.

“PACT” Promoting Access to Care and Treatment) initiative of the Global fund Round 6 for HIV/AIDS intend to “reduce HIV related morbidity and mortality in adult and children and mitigate the impact of HIV on children and women headed households”.  To address this goal HLFPPT is committed to establish 24 Community Care Centre (CCC) in Madhya Pradesh, Uttar Pradesh and Rajasthan through Population Foundation of India (PFI), the primary recipient of the global fund grant.
KEY RESPONSIBILITIES:

· Organize monthly meeting with the key stakeholders like; PFI, State AIDS control society and SNP. Minutes of the meeting need to be prepared and shared with all the members and its compliance and adherence to be ensured. 
· Involve the stakeholders for collective decision making with regard to selection of sites, selection of NGOs/CBOs, Reporting standards, monitoring etc.
· Planning with the Community Care Centre to internalize various national protocols and its sustained adherence.

· Develop training schedule/calendar by collating the training needs of the Community Care Centre.

· Periodic supportive supervision of the Community Care Centre is to be ensured by the Programme Officer.  

· Ensure flow of funds to the Community Care Centre as per the budget projections and agreed installments.
