1. The tender forms will be available on all working days from 16.06.09 to 19.06.09 between 10 a.m. and 5pm. The tender must reach the office of the undersigned by 12.30 p.m. on 23.06.2009.

2. The technical bids will be opened at 10. a.m on 24.06.09 
3. The financial bids of the technically qualified bidders will be opened at 02.p.m on 24.06.2009. The representatives of the technically qualified bidders are invited to be present during the opening of the financial bid.
4. The order will be awarded for services with the lowest cost per unit from the technically qualified bidder. 
5.  The bid shall be valid for a period of Twelve months days from the date of bid opening. 


Definition
a) The term ‘Trust’ shall mean Hindustan Latex family Planning Promotion Trust, having its registered office at B-11, Sector 59, Noida, Gautam Budh Nagar, -201301, Uttar Pradesh.

b) The term ‘bidder’ shall mean the bidder selected by the Trust for the performance of the Supply of Drugs.
c)  Office in charge means the program officer or any other officer nominated by the trust from time to time for the purpose of the contract or any work covered there under.  

Scope of work
Hindustan Latex Family Planning Promotion Trust (HLFPPT), in collaboration with BMGF-AVAHAN is running 30-odd STI clinics in the nine coastal districts of AP; these clinics, managed by the local implementing NGOs, require medicines to be supplied to them on a quarterly basis. The agency should procure the said items; pack the medicines in color coded packets as per the protocol and dispatch the same to the clinics against indents placed by the implementing NGOs within 10days of date of indents. The agency is expected to keep records of the indents received and supplied to NGOs and report to the HLFPPT –Swagati project monthly/quarterly as shall be agreed upon. The payments will be made by the concerned NGOs upon receipt of drugs as per the indents.

Note:-

The items are to be supplied at different locations in the nine coastal districts of Andhra Pradesh, viz. Srikakulam, Vizianagaram, Vizag, E. Godavari, W. Godavari, Krishna, Guntur, Prakasam and Nellore, as per the delivery period indicated in the bid document. Approximate cost of the drugs to be supplied for the entire year works out to about Rs. 40 Lakhs.

The drugs listed in Table 1 have to be packed in pre printed color coded packets, (as specified in the Table 1) The drugs have to be procured from the identified suppliers and manufacturers, packed in colour packs, expiry dates entered on the packs and dispatched to the districts, based on the requirement by the local implementing NGOs. The drugs available for the colour packs shaded in gray in Table 1 should be available as follows:

1. Tab. Azithromycin 1Gm – single tablet and not two tablets apiece of 500Gms each
2. Tab. Cefixime 400mg – single Tablet and not two tablets of 200mg each..

3. The needle in the Colour packs 3 and 8 has to be 21G. 

In addition to the above, the drug supplier has to order for printing of Colour coded packets.  Colour packs are to be printed as per the specifications mentioned in the Table1.

In order to understand the logistics of packing the medicines as per the defined protocol, the drug supplier needs to have a minimum of three years experience in packing and dispatching the medicines to the state or district level implementing units and also needs to give two references, giving testimony to their work with similar projects.  
Terms and conditions
1. The bidder should have an annual minimum turnover of Rs. One Crore and above.

2. The applying firm must be registered with the Sales Tax / Value Added Tax and the support for the same is to be attached.

3. The bidder has to produce the Drug License  and the copy of the same is to be attached. 

4. Proof of certificate for turnover is required to be submitted with the tender (CA certificate or a copy of the Balance Sheet). 

5. Any cutting/correction in bid form will make the quotation invalid

6. Bidders should provide brief profile of their supply experience for the last three years along with the client list.

7. The tender received through FAX/ E-mail or received late due to postal delay etc. will not be accepted. The parties have to ensure the receipt of bids well in time.

8. The bidder shall sign the below mentioned certificates while quoting their rates failing which the Tender is liable be considered NO RESPONSIVE. 

9. Technical & Financial bids to be submitted in separate sealed envelopes marked to State Director HLFPPT, Hyderabad
10. The rates agreed shall be valid for a minimum period of 12 months from the date of award.
11. Bidders should quote prices for branded and/ or generic medicines of each category and specification defined. 

12. Bidders should also quote prices for (i) Packing of medicines into colour packs (ii) Courier charges for dispatch

13. In case of disruption of the supply cycle the penalty will be levied.
14. HLFPPT reserves the right to accept /reject/ select one or more service provider. And to annul the bidding process any or all bids at any time prior to award of contract without thereby incurring any liability to the affected bidders.

15. The tender will be appraised by committee formed by HLFFPT.

16. HLFPPT shall without prejudice to its other remedies under the contract, deduct from the Contract Price, as Liquidated Damages a sum equivalent to 2.5% of the price of agreed unperformed Services for delay of each day until actual delivery or performance, up to a maximum deduction of 20% of the contract Price. Once the maximum is reached, HLFPPT may consider termination of the contract and can forfeit the security amount.
17. In case of delay on the part of HLFPPT in providing the approvals the time of delivery will be extended by equal number of days. 
18. The financial bids of firms who are not qualified technically will not be opened. 
19. HLFPPT reserves the right for extending or curtailing the supply activity 
20. Breakage/leakage during transport is the responsibility of supplier.
21. No medicines will be accepted with the expiry less than one year
22. The payment will be made to the supplier after deduction of necessary TDS as per the prevailing Income Tax rules if applicable.

23.  All the rates quoted must be inclusive of all the taxes imposed by the Government, from time to time i.e. GST etc. (present & future). 

24. The bidders are requested to submit their Quotations for all the drugs listed in the Bid Document. Quotations for part supply of drugs will not be accepted”
25. General Conditions
a. All  insurances and associated costs will be borne by the suppliers.
b. The insurance for any accident, damage due to riots, public vandalism, acts of god etc need to be taken by the supplier and no claims related to this will be acceptable by HLFPPT.
c. The public liability insurance need to be taken by suppliers.

d. Any other operation costs in supplying the drugs need to be borne by the supplier.
e. In case of disruption of the supply cycle the penalty will be levied which shall be double the losses sustained by HLFPPT.
